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Worldviews are the foundation beneath all faith and religion. There are only seven worldviews. Here is 
a brief review of the seven worldviews and their answers to some of the “big questions” about life and 
faith. The important thing to remember is every worldview is responsible to answer all the questions. 
The question then becomes which set of answers is the most reasonable and the most liveable. If a 
worldview fails to meet both tests (reasonable & liveable) it should be considered false.
